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Circles in the Sand

In 1995, divers swimming in the ocean near southern Japan discovered
something unusual. They saw large circles drawn in the sand at the bottom of the
sea. The divers did not know what had caused these circles. However, the mystery
was eventually solved by some scientists who saw the circles being drawn. The
artist was a male fish called a puffer fish. He was using different parts of his body
to create the circles. When his work was complete, a female came and laid her eggs
in the center.

The puffer fish is not the only animal that creates beautiful art. A bird called
the bowerbird is another example. They gather colorful objects to build a structure
called a “bower.” This structure looks like a nest. Other animals perform “art” that
looks like songs or dances. These animals do not make art for pleasure. The
purpose is to attract a partner. There is a risk for animals doing this because it can
attract attention from dangerous animals.

It 1s almost always males that perform these behaviors rather than females.
Instead, the female watches the male perform and decides whether to choose him as
a partner. That is because scientists believe that the quality of a male animal’s art
or performance is often a good way for the female to select the healthiest male.
Females want to choose healthy males because their babies will be stronger and
healthier, too.

In the case of the puffer fish, scientists still do not really know how females
choose the best males. Perhaps they choose the most beautiful circle or the circle
on the softest sand. One idea is that the circles provide ideal conditions for
puffer fish eggs to grow. Sadly, the circles do not last long. They always make a

new circle each time they look for a partner.
